   Objective: 
Today I want to encourage all the graduates and all of us for that matter to be vessels that God can impart knowledge into for the benefit of others. Introduction:

And what this does is create a natural atmosphere where impartation can be shared amongst the body of believers. Because I believe we as brothers and sisters in Christ ought be willing to share not only natural things with each other, but also spiritual things.

           Text:   

2 Timothy 2:20 But in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and of silver, but also of wood and of earth; and some to honour, and some to dishonour.

Let me tell you a parable: There was a pitcher that decided he was not going to pour out. He was going to keep all his water for himself. So will all the other pitchers were quenching people’s thirst, washing hands and what not. This pitcher kept his water to himself.

Then one day this pitcher, that decided not to pour out, began to get a little low, even though it was not pouring out. But what the pitcher failed to realize id that God has a process called evaporation.

Evaporation is the process where liquid turns to a gas and returns to the atmosphere. And all it takes for this process to occur is time and heat. Take a pot filled with water, add heat and after a while the water is no longer in the vessel. Now the water has not left the earth, it has just left the vessel.

This water is represents the word of knowledge and understanding that God imparts into us, and if we sit on it. Trials and tribulations that come to bring the heat, which will in turn cause that word to evaporate. And the world has not lost that word; only you have, because what evaporates in the atmosphere eventually comes back down in the form of rain.

So I say again:

Don’t Be A Pitcher That Won’t Pour Out
Let us be vessels of honor and not dishonor.
Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion, let us remember to be vessels that God can use for someone else’s benefit, because if we do not, then what He has given us will not only be fruitless for others it will also not benefit us.


And remember that process of evaporation, and know that what comes from God always returns to God.
