FOR WE KNOW NOT!
   Objective: 
Today we will examine the fact that when it comes to the things that God wants to teach us, we first must acknowledge that we know not. The first teach to learning something is to first admit that you do not know!

And many times its what we already know, or think we know, that keeps us from getting an understanding. And we will come to the conclusion that many times we miss our blessings because we do not know what to do with them.


FOR WE KNOW NOT!
Introduction:
 We all know or have met someone that think they know it all. Or a person that knows something about everything. And this person can never gain knowledge and wisdom because they will not admit that they do not know something.


We all have been guilty of this to some degree. 


Analogy: In store looking for something…


Analogy: Men driving and won’t ask for directions…


Analogy: Working on job and given assignment and did not know…

In each of these instances all we had to do was admit that we did not know! And then we could have saved time, headaches, and sufferings if we only admit: 

FOR WE KNOW NOT!

When we were children, we were constantly asking Mom and Dad, What is that? What does this do? How does this work? And so on and so forth.

But when we became a teenager, we stop asking Mom and Dad because we think we know, when we really don’t. Now when we won’t let wisdom teach us then, experiences have to.

The best teacher is the Holy Spirit. I know we always say that experience is the best teacher, but the word of God says in:

Proverbs 4:7 Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all thy getting get understanding.

Wisdom comes form God and God’s teaches us by His Spirit.

You see, Experience is the substitute teacher, when we won’t accept wisdom form the Holy Spirit who is the best teacher, then we have to learn from the substitute teacher experience, that does not know as much as wisdom.

And just like we stop seeking understanding from mother and father in the natural, so we do in the Spirit. When we first we come into church and get saved and we want to learn of God. So we come to church every Sunday, we are here every time the doors are open. We even come to Pastor asking questions to get an understanding. But after a little while we become teenagers in the Spirit and we feel we got this being a Christian thing, so we stop seeking wisdom, we stop coming like we use to, so now experience has to come in….

Why, because we stop admitting that we did not know and began to operate in ignorance.

FOR WE KNOW NOT!

I remember when I was a child I first got an understanding on what money could do. Notice I did not say I got and understanding on what money was for. Because you can know what something can do and not know what it is for. And many of us don’t have money because we do not know what it is for!

When I found what money was for I was getting all I could to run to the store…

You see you can give a child that does not know what money can do and they will throw it in the garbage, why it has no value, because of their ignorance of what it is for. This is why God does not give us a lot of money, because are ignorant of what it is for. So if we really want money, let’s ask God what it is for and watch it come. Amen

Again the first step in getting understanding is to first admit that you do not know!

I remember when God called me to start the ministry…

The Holy Spirit will teach you if you let him, and He is the best teacher! Amen

THE HOLY SPIRIT WILL NOT DO IT FOR YOU; THE HOLY SPIRIT WILL DO IT WITH, TO YOU AND THROUGH YOU!

Your teacher will not do the work for you; however, they will do it with you. (Can I get a witness?)
