Get The Weeds Off Your Seeds 

Matthew 13: 1-9  

Key Verse: 7
ACKNOWLEDGE AND HAVE A WORD OF ENCOURAGEMENT FOR THE USHERS!!!

In verse 1 we see that Jesus came out of the house and sat by the sea. This lets us know that sometimes we need to get out of the house. Amen, we need to turn loose the recliners, and the television and get out and do the work of the Lord.

Read verse 2
We find in this verse, that where Jesus is the church is gathered with him. This let’s us know that wherever the pastor is his flock should be there with him. We know the disciples were always with Jesus. Amen. But now days the Pastor can’t even get his own deacons to follow him to another evening program. (Can I tell the truth?) We want the preacher to be there in our time of need, but we can’t take a little time to be there for him. Amen, when someone in our family is sick or passes away we expect the preacher to take time out to be there. When we get married we expect the preacher to take time out to marry us. Amen
And this verse tells us that Jesus went into a boat to preach to the people. You see we as preachers and men of God should not just preach in the pulpit, the church has nothing to do with our preaching. Wherever the word is needed we ought to preach the gospel. All on our jobs, in the grocery store, even while we are in our boats fishing we ought to have a word in our hearts to preach. Amen

Read verse 3
Jesus said Behold, now behold means to stop, look & Listen. Jesus wanted their attention, and so do I, so today I say unto you Behold, stop, look & listen. Amen

A sower went forth to sow. Here we have a parable of a sower and a sower is like a farmer who plants seeds, for them to grow and produce. For those who may not know a parable is story use to get a point or message across to the listeners. Now every parable is told in the natural yet they have a spiritual meaning. When we talk a bout seeds we are talking about Godly things, and when we talk about weeds we mean unconfessed and unrepented sin. Amen
Some may say well why use the parable of a sower. A parable compares something familiar to something unfamiliar. It helps us to understand spiritual truths by using everyday terms. Well we have to keep in mind that in those days everyone knew about sowing seeds. Amen. If a person did not plat and grow anything, then they did not eat. A lot of our ancestors were in the same situation, if they did not kill or grow their food, they went hungry. They may have been poor, but they ate like kings. (Can I get a witness?)
Read verse 4 
I remember working with my grandmother and aunt in the garden and before we would plant the seeds, we would break the ground. That’s why we have to break up all that mess in our lives before a seed can grow in us. We have to get rid of the sin which so easily beset us. That’s why so many of us have not grown in the Lord, because we have not given up those weeds that are on our seeds.
Now when we had broken the ground we would make some rows and take them hoe handle and put some holes down the rows for the seeds. Then we would put the seeds in the holes and cover them up. Now the scripture says when he sowed some seeds fell by the wayside and were devoured by the birds. And this tells me that when the seed is sown it has to be covered, with the word of God. Some of us don’t grow because we won’t hear the word of God; we won’t cover that seed which God has planted with the word. And when God gives the preacher a seed to be planted, it falls by the wayside and because it is not covered Satan comes along and snatches it away from us.

Read verse 5
Now the scripture here tells us that some seeds fell on stony ground. This simply means that some fell on bad unfertile ground. And they sprung up because they had no deepness of earth. This verse shows us that even though the seed was not sown on good ground it still will grow. But verse 6 will show us that is will be weak. Now it is weak due to lack of understanding, (Ain’t nothing like an understanding,) Amen. Now when god gives you a word and you do not understand it, then Satan will come and steal that word from you, before it can grow into something great for God. God tells us that Satan comes to steal, kill and destroy. And Satan is on his job, we are the ones on vacation. (I can’t get no help up in here)
Read verse 6
And when the sun came up, when Satan came, when trials and tribulation came they were scorched. The storms of life came they blew us away, that’s why a lot of folk are not walking with God today. Because they were planted on stony ground they fell back into the world.

Also when the word is being preached we get offended, church folk are some of the easiest folk to offend. We talk offence to everything, someone can say you look nice today, and we will take offence to the word today, Oh I guess I didn’t look nice yesterday, but today I do. Some one can curse you out, but a Christian still should not be offended. Just because someone says something offensive, don’t mean we have to receive it. Now when we receive offence that seed it will begin to grow, and before long you’ll find yourself sowing that same bad seed in someone else.
Now the verse also tells us that they withered because they had no root. They taught us in school that the taller the tree the deeper the roots. You see the deeper we are rooted in God the more we can grow both in spirit and prosperity. Amen
In the big cities they have the tall buildings down town. Before the contractors built those buildings they first had to dig for the foundations. If you look at the tallest building and then look at the foundation plans. You will find that the tallest building has a deeper foundation than the rest. This let’s us know that the deeper the foundation the higher God can build us. I look back over my life and I remember all the times I was down in the hole, and I seem to just get deeper and deeper. But all God was doing was digging my foundation. (I wish I had a witness) And as deep as he dug my foundation, he must intend for me to be a skyscraper. 
Read verse 7
And some fell among weeds; and the weeds grew up and choked them:

GET THE WEEDS OFF OUR SEEDS
You ever noticed how weeds just grow on their own? Amen, we don’t have to plant them, we don’t have to water them, fertilize them or anything they just grow. Just like evil things and evil folk, you don’t have to send for them, they just show up. And as soon you get rid of one here comes another one. When you chop down a weed it will come back. (Can I get a witness?)
That’s why once we get the weeds from around our seeds we still have to be watchful. God didn’t just say pray, Amen he said watch and pray. Now when it rains a farmer can’t get in the fields, but you will still see them riding around looking at their crops. You see the farmer has to keep a look out for the weeds. Amen, I know what I’m talking about because my dad’s a farmer. And I remember a lot of times when it would rain, I would get happy because I knew we had to stop working. But many times dad would make me ride around and look at the crops with him. Now I wanted to go to the house, but Dad had to keep a watch out for the weeds.

Let’s look at what a weed does to your seed. The word says that it chokes them. We now that we can choke some one to death, Amen. Now what happens when we choke someone is we cut off their air supply. We need air to live and without air we die.
This is what a weed does to seed. We know that plants need water to survive, they also need sunshine. Now for us to have paradise we need both the sun and the rain. Most of us enjoy the sunny days more that the rainy days. But if it’s sunny all the time you end up with a desert and likewise if it rains all the time you end up with a swamp. You see it takes a balance of both to have paradise. So when the rain comes in your life, rejoice in it because paradise is coming. (Somebody say I want paradise)
So the weed (Satan) wants to choke out the growth. A weed will suck up the water from the seed. Also the weed also grows much faster than the seed, so therefore it will be taller and leave the seed in the shade and suck up all the sunshine as well. We noted that the weeds grow faster than the good seeds. That’s why we see folk who do evil like selling drugs grow and attain material things faster than we do. But if you look closely you’ll find that they don’t keep them. They go from rags to riches and back to rags.  
God grows us slow for a reason. We first have to be faithful over the little things, and then God will give us the greater things. (Can I get a witness?) A lot of us are not ready for riches. I had a weed on my seed called crack, and God couldn’t give me riches because the weed would have sucked it up. Oh but now that I have gotten rid of that weed. (I can’t get no help up in here)
A lot of us still have weeds on our seeds and that why we can’t grow to our full potential.
Read verse 8
Now this good ground is referring to the one who hears the word of God and understands it. When you understand the word and apply it to your life, you cover that word and Satan can’t come and take it away. And the bible says that it produces fruit, some 30, some 60 and some 100 fold. Some of our crops will be better than others, and its all dependant on how many weeds you have around your seed.
We all have sown seeds before, but just because you sow, that don’t make you a sower. You see we have to look at the end of a word. The root word is sow, but when you add er to it, it means something else. What’s on the end of the word makes one a practitioner. Ok this means that you practice it daily. You may know the Law, but that don’t make you a lawyer. You may know how to dance, but that don’t make you a dancer. You may be able to preach, but that don’t make you a preacher. You may know Christ, but that don’t make you a Christian. It’s not what you say or know, it’s what you do. We have to practice what we preach. It’s the life we live that makes us who we are. (I wish I had a witness).

Verse 9 says - Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. 
God has spoken to you today about your seeds. So if you are not growing in the things of God. You have some weeds around your seeds. God can point the weeds out to us, but we have to remove the weeds ourselves, God won’t do it for us. That’s what I like about God, he won’t make you do anything, we all have a choice in life, and if you like your weeds. Then the word of God says what you reap is what you sow.

And what I like about God is that he, Amen got the weeds from around his seeds. For God had created man in his image, Amen man is God’s seed, which he planted on the earth. And that weed named Satan began to grow and choke God’s seed with sin. But I’m so glad that God sent his only begotten Son. Jesus came to get the weeds off God’s seeds. When I read my bible and see Jesus healing the sick, he was getting the weeds of God’s seeds. When Jesus raised the dead he was getting the weeds off God’s seeds. When Jesus cast out demons he was getting the weeds off God’s seeds. When he gave sight to the blind he was getting the weeds off God’s seeds. Now I wasn’t there when he gave sight to the blind, but I know that he did. For I too was lost but know I’m found was blind but now I see. When Jesus fed the 5 thousand, he was getting the weeds off God’s seeds. Now I wasn’t there when he fed the 5 thousand but I know that he did. For one day I was hungry and he fed me, but he didn’t stop there, he fed my wife, my son and my daughter, My mother, my father, my sister and my brothers.
