          Text:    John 9:23-25

      Subject: 
I Don’t Know Everything, But This I Know
   Objective: 
On this text we talk about how none of us know it all. In fact my bible says we know in part and we prophesy in part. We will also see that we do not need to know everything, yet there are some things as Christians that we must be fully persuaded of.

Introduction:
We see here in this text that this man did not know everything about Jesus, but testified to what he did know. And that was I was blind but now I see. I believe we all ought to be able to identify with the blind man.

We all know some folk you think they know it all. I don’t care what the subject is they know something about it. And we as Christians are so divided because we have the mindset that our understanding is the only interpretation. Denomination came about because men could not reason with one another and stay together on that which is most important and that is Jesus Christ. So therefore we have different denominations all serving one God. Know I am one that does not speak against any denomination that has Christ at the center of its doctrine. For I recognize them as my brothers and sisters. But we must realize that the only thing that is bringing us together here tonight is Jesus Christ. Jesus is the tie that binds us together.


I don’t care what you say, even in any particular denomination; there is still a difference of opinion. There are some of us in this house tonight who do not think that a woman should preach, and there are some who do. There are some of us who do not think a woman would wear pants in church and there are some who do not see anything wrong with it. And the list goes on and on. However, we are here together on this occasion because we are fully persuaded that Jesus is the Son of God and all our other differences are secondary.

I.
Paul said it best in Philippians 3:15-16 (Read!)  Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. Nevertheless, whereto we have already attained, let us walk by the same rule, let us mind the same thing.

Paul said let us just come together on that which we are sure off and God will reveal to us in do time in that which we disagree. Our problem is we can’t stay together long enough for God to work it out for us. And we as preachers seem to have it worst that the members. We separate ourselves on the smallest issues of religion and we fail to realize that the only thing we can be sure of is that Jesus Christ is Lord. And if Jesus is in the plan, then we ought to be in the plan. Paul said in verse 16 let us walk by the same rule and let us mind the same thing. When Paul talked about walking by the same rule, he no doubt meant let us walk in the footsteps of Jesus. We don’t have a problem walking, our problem is we ant to cut our own trail, instead of following the path laid by Jesus. The only way to walk in this Christian life is to follow after Jesus.

Paul also said in verse 16 let us mind the same things. I believe this is the key to any successful Christian life. For it was our minds that got us messed up in the first place. For it was my mind that had me using drugs, you see drugs are mind altering; they give us a false sense of reality. Pain killers don’t get ride of the pain they just make your mind believe the pain is gone. God said we must keep a sober mind, the only way we can have the same mind is to have the mind of Christ. And when we really look at it Christ did not have a mind of his own. Over and over Jesus mentioned that He does the will of the father. He said I do the works of Him that sent me. So Christ did not have a mind, I would even go as far to say that Christ had lost His mind. 

And this is what we as Christians have done, when we accepted Jesus as our personal savior, we essentially lost our minds. We no longer do our will, but we know do the will of Jesus Christ. So when folk ask you why you go to church every Sunday, you tell, them you have lost your mind. When folk look at you strange when you get to shouting up and down the isle. When you cry when there is nothing to cry about, tell them you have lost your mind. And you know have the mind of Christ. 1 Corinthians 2:16 says For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.

God said in Ephesians 4:23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; We have to change our way of thinking, why because as so a man thinketh, then so is he. We can tell how a person thinks by what they do. Because before we do it, we first think about it. 

And I have discovered that when you change how you think, you do differently. When we change the things you think about we even speak differently. Many of us use to curse like a sailor, now all that come out of our mouths is blessings. Because we have renewed our minds. And we have changed the things we think on.

II.
  What is it that we should know? (Read John 7:17)! If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself.

God said we should test the spirit by the spirit to see if it is of God. He also said know those that labor among you. As pastors we don’t know everything, but we know those that are among us. We know every deacon on the deacon board we know what they are doing and whom they are doing it with, we know every mother on the motherboard, we know which ones are keeping up mess and we know the ones that are prayer warriors. We know all about the choir, we know who sings from their heart and who sings for folk. We know all about the congregation, we know stuff you don’t think we know. We don’t know everything but this we know!

It is imperative that we know whom we hang around. Because if Johnny is a low down good for nothing and you hang out with hi, then that makes you a low down good for nothing as well. Know them that labor among you. There is a saying that birds of a feather flock together. Now there is nothing wrong with being in a flock, just make sure you know what flock you are in. 

Once I find a person out, I’m OK with them. It’s the ones I don’t know that I am leery of. And it doesn’t take me long to find out what flock you are in. All you have to do is open your mouth.  God said it’s not what goes in a man but what comes out of his mouth that defiles him. And out of the heart and man speaketh. So as soon as they open their mouths we got them. As long as they keep quite we have to wonder, but when they begin to speak.

III.
  We should also be sure that God is with us (Read Philippians 1:6)! Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:

What folk say about we does not bother me because I don’t know everything, but I do know that God is with me. And He said if I be for you that’s more than the whole world against you. Folk who don’t have a sure foundation tend to fall, those who are not roots in the Lord soon whither away.

We must also make sure that Jesus knows us. For if Jesus don’t know you then in feel sorry for you. Luke 13:27 says But he shall say, I tell you, I know you not whence ye are; depart from me, all ye workers of iniquity. In that day of judgment you better be sure that Jesus knows who you are. We run around preaching and teaching and talking about how we know the Lord, we better be sure the Lord knows us. For if not there is going to be Hell to pay.

Conclusion: 
And as I close this evening, let us remember that we do not have to know everything, but like the blind man, we should be able to testify, that I once was blind but know I see. I may not be able to tell you exactly what Jesus looked like, but I can tell you He opened mine eyes that I might see. 


I don’t claim to know everything, but I know that I have been born again. I know that I am fully persuaded that Jesus is the Son of God. That the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are one. I know that we are many members yet one body in Christ.


I wasn’t there when He fed the five thousand, but I know that He did. Because I once was hungry. 

I wasn’t there when He raised Lazarus from the grave, but I know that He did. For I once was laying in the grave of this world.


I wasn’t there when he turned water into wine, but I know that He did, for He turned me from water into wine.


I wasn’t there when they crucified my Jesus, but I know that they did. I wasn’t there when they laid Him in a borrowed tomb, but I know that they did. And I wasn’t there when he rose on the third day morning, but I know that He died, for he rose up in me.


And now I know that he is sitting on the right hand of the father interceding for us all.
