Exodus 13:18 But God led the people about, through the way of the wilderness of the Red sea: and the children of Israel went up harnessed out of the land of Egypt.
Deuteronomy 9:1 Hear, O Israel: Thou art to pass over Jordan this day, to go in to possess nations greater and mightier than thyself, cities great and fenced up to heaven,

Joshua 5:12 And the manna ceased on the morrow after they had eaten of the old corn of the land; neither had the children of Israel manna any more; but they did eat of the fruit of the land of Canaan that year.
      Subject: 
Out, Through, Over & In
   Objective: 
In these text, we will examine the fact the God delivered the Children of Israel OUT of Egypt, took them THROUGH the wilderness, brought them OVER the river Jordan & finally led them IN to the promised land. WE will also come to the conclusion that God is still bringing us OUT, THROUGH, OVER & IN.
Introduction:
If we study God’s redemption plan for the children of Israel we can see that God also brought us OUT of bondage, THROUGH the wilderness called the world, OVER to a new life in Christ Jesus, and IN to a more abundant life, now and in life eternal.


We want to keep in mind as we study these scriptures today, is that God delivered all the children of Israel out of bondage, but everyone did not make it to the promised land. Meaning just because God delivered you from something, don’t mean you will survive the wilderness.


All those who were rejected by God died off in the wilderness. They were delivered OUT of Egypt, but they did not cross OVER the river Jordan, to go IN the promised land. Just because you cam e OUT, don’t mean you will make it THROUGH to go OVER & IN.

Text:   

Exodus 13:3 And Moses said unto the people, Remember this day, in which ye came out from Egypt, out of the house of bondage; for by strength of hand the LORD brought you out from this place: there shall no leavened bread be eaten.

Moses told the people to remember the day the Lord God delivered us OUT of Egypt. Amen and we all ought to remember when God brought us out of Egypt. Egypt represents anything that had us in bondage, be it fornication, adultery, drugs, lying, cheating, gossiping, gambling, etc. Whatever had us bound was our Egypt. Some of us are still in Egypt and you need to know that God is still bringing His children OUT of Egypt.

My Egypt was drugs, and when God brought me OUT of the drugs He then had to get the drugs out of me. God had to take me THROUGH the wilderness to prepare me to cross OVER the Jordan, to make it IN the promised land.

When He delivered Israel OUT of Egypt, He had to get Egypt out of them. Before long they began to murmur and complain, and many desired to go back to bondage, back to Egypt. I remember many times, even though God had delivered me from drugs, I still had a desire to go back. And if we are honest with ourselves we all have been tempted to go back to that old life of bondage, but thank God for the wilderness.

Exodus 13:18 But God led the people about, through the way of the wilderness of the Red sea: and the children of Israel went up harnessed out of the land of Egypt.

God led them through the wilderness, in my study I found out that they could have made it to the promised land in a few days journey form Egypt, but God led them the long way around, so He could prepare them. Many times we want to get there in a hurry, but God ahs to take us the long way around to prepare us for prosperity.

This going THROUGH the wilderness was also, so separate the right from the wrong. Everyone who came out was not worthy to GOVER & IN. Everyone in the church today will not make it OVER & IN, because they failed the Wilderness test.

The wilderness was a test to prove who trusted God enough to inherit the land of Milk and Honey. God prepared those who trusted Him, and let those who did not die off. 

We have folk in the church today that are dying off, and those of us who trust God and about to cross OVER, and move IN the Promised land. 

Dr. King had a vision, and he saw what we the church was going to come IN to. He said I might not get there with you, but we as a people will get to the promised land. Like Moses, Dr. King would not step in, but he saw the promised land, and the promised land is on this earth as well as the here after. God was a land of Milk and honey for us to enjoy on this side of life.

Even Jesus was led through the wilderness, after He was baptized the scripture tell us that He was immediately led into the wilderness, to be tempted by Satan, and after He passed the test, he then began His ministry.

We all have to pass the test before God uses us in the ministry. I had to pass a test, before God gave me New Faith. God had to prepare me in the wilderness before I could cross OVER into this thing called ministry.

Deuteronomy 9:1 Hear, O Israel: Thou art to pass over Jordan this day, to go in to possess nations greater and mightier than thyself, cities great and fenced up to heaven,

After wandering in the wilderness, it was now time to cross OVER and do the work of the Lord. And everyone had to walk over the Jordan themselves. All those who could not carry themselves could not cross OVER. We can’t carry anyone into the promised land; they have to carry them selves. We can’t make our loved ones come OVER; it is a choice they have to make while going THROUGH the wilderness. Momma a daddy can’t carry us OVER to the other side, we have to walk on our own two feet.

And once we cross OVER, there is work or ministry to do. Those who have crossed over are easily identified by their works. The folk that come to church and just sit down have not crossed OVER yet. The churches that just have service and forget about those in need have not crossed over.

Joshua had to lead an army to take the land. Meaning they had to fight to possess the promised land. God has a blessing for us but we have to fight for our blessing, there is a ministry God has called us to on the other side that is going to help us possess the land of milk and honey.

There are many folk in the church that have not crossed OVER the river Jordan to fight for the Lord. We call ourselves soldiers but we don’t want to fight. We want the promised land, but we don’t want to do what God said to get it.

Joshua 5:12 And the manna ceased on the morrow after they had eaten of the old corn of the land; neither had the children of Israel manna any more; but they did eat of the fruit of the land of Canaan that year.
After they children of Israel had defeated the inhabitants of the land. God stopped providing their daily bread, which was manna, and they ate from the land of Canaan. Now they are officially IN the promised land. It now belongs to you.

There are some folk living in houses now that belong to us, there are some folk driving vehicles that belong to us, there is some land that belongs to us. God said we would dwell in house we did not build and eat fruit we did not plant, if we are obedient to His will.

God is trying to get us to fight for him, and when we have defeated the enemy, we will enjoy the promised land. 

Joshua 5:12 And the manna ceased on the morrow after they had eaten of the old corn of the land; neither had the children of Israel manna any more; but they did eat of the fruit of the land of Canaan that year.
God says the manna in this scripture represents the food stamps, government checks, commodities, that we think the government is providing. But God says this is the manna from heaven, God is still providing our daily bread. But He wants us to fight the good fight of faith, so he can do us like the children of Israel and stop the manna, stop the food stamps and subsidies. And let us live off the land that God has given us. 

God wants us to get our minds off weekly and monthly checks. He wants us to have life more abundantly. But in order to get there, we are going to have to see as God sees. We are going to have to line up with God instead of trying to get God to line up with us.

Many of us have crossed OVER the Jordan river IN to the promised land. We have seen the vision God has for us and now we are fighting the enemy to take what God says is ours.

Conclusion: 
And as I close, Jesus also came OUT, THROUGH, OVER & IN. When He was born He came OUT of the virgin Mary’s womb. After He was baptized, the spirit led Him Through the wilderness to be tempted by Satan. After He passed the test, He went OVER to this land, preaching the gospel, OVER in that Land healing the sick, raising the dead, casting out devils, feeding the hungry, and giving sight to the blind.


And He ended up on Calvary’s hill, crucified for your sins and mine. He gave His life that we might receive the promised land. He died on the cross, and on the third day morning, God raise Him from the dead, with all power in heaven and in the earth.


And He know is IN heaven on the right side of the father interceding on our behalf.


So as Jesus came OUT, THROUGH, OVER & IN, so must we. God is calling us OUT today, so He can take us THROUGH the wilderness, OVER the river Jordan and IN the promised land, by His Son Jesus Christ.
